1.  ______________ Now the word of the Lord came to _____ the son of Amittai, saying, "Arise, go to Nineveh, that great city, and call out against it, for their evil has come up before me."  

2.  ______________ In the year that King Uzziah died I saw the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up; and the train of his robe filled the temple.  Above him stood the seraphim. And one called to another and said:  "Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of his glory!"

3.  ______________ "Hear this word, you cows of Bashan, who are on the mountain of Samaria, who oppress the poor, who crush the needy, who say to your husbands, 'Bring, that we may drink!' 

4.  ______________ "Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the great and awesome day of the Lord comes.  And he will turn the hearts of fathers to their children and the hearts of children to their fathers, lest I come and strike the land with a decree of utter destruction." 

5.  ______________ Do not trust in these deceptive words: 'This is the temple of the Lord, the temple of the Lord, the temple of the Lord.' 

6.  ______________ "Son of man, prophesy against the shepherds of Israel; prophesy, and say to them, even to the shepherds, Thus says the Lord God: Ah, shepherds of Israel who have been feeding yourselves! Should not shepherds feed the sheep?  

7.  ______________ How Esau has been pillaged, his treasures sought out! 

8.  ______________ "So you, son of man, I have made a watchman for the house of Israel. Whenever you hear a word from my mouth, you shall give them warning from me.  

9.  ______________ For I know the plans I have for you, declares the Lord, plans for wholeness and not for evil, to give you a future and a hope.  

10.  ______________ But you, O Bethlehem Ephrathah, who are too little to be among the clans of Judah, from you shall come forth for me one who is to be ruler in Israel, whose origin is from of old, from ancient days. 

11.  ______________ Then he said to me, "Prophesy over these bones, and say to them, O dry bones, hear the word of the Lord.  

12.  ______________ Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout aloud, O daughter of Jerusalem! behold, your king is coming to you; righteous and having salvation is he, humble and mounted on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey. 

13.  ______________ But let justice roll down like waters, and righteousness like an ever-flowing stream.

14.  ______________ It shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the house of the Lord shall be established as the highest of the mountains, and it shall be lifted up above the hills; and peoples shall flow to it, 

15.  ______________ And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my Spirit on all flesh; your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, and your young men shall see visions. 

16.  ______________ But this is the one to whom I will look: he who is humble and contrite in spirit and trembles at my word. 

17.  ______________ But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, declares the Lord: I will put my law within them, and I will write it on their hearts. And I will be their God, and they shall be my people.  

18.  ______________ The Spirit of the Lord God is upon me, because the Lord has anointed me to bring good news to the poor;  he has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to those who are bound; 

19.  ______________ Woe to you who desire the day of the Lord! Why would you have the day of the Lord? It is darkness, and not light, 

20.  ______________ Then I said, "Ah, Lord God! Behold, I do not know how to speak, for I am only a youth."  But the Lord said to me,  "Do not say, 'I am only a youth'; for to all to whom I send you, you shall go, and whatever I command you, you shall speak.  Do not be afraid of them, for I am with you to deliver you, declares the Lord." 

21.  ______________ "I have loved you," says the Lord. But you say, "How have you loved us?" "Is not Esau Jacob's brother?" declares the Lord. "Yet I have loved Jacob but Esau I have hated. I have laid waste his hill country and left his heritage to jackals of the desert."  

22.  ______________ The Lord said to _____, "Go, take to yourself a wife of whoredom and have children of whoredom, for the land commits great whoredom by forsaking the Lord."  

23.  ______________ He has told you, O man, what is good; and what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God? 

24.  ______________ "Come now, let us reason together, says the Lord: though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall become like wool. 

25.  ______________ "Behold, the days are coming," declares the Lord God, "when I will send a famine on the land—not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the Lord. 

26.  ______________ "Behold, his soul is puffed up; it is not upright within him, but the righteous shall live by his faith. 

27.  ______________ But he was wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the chastisement that brought us peace, and with his stripes we are healed. 

28.  ______________ The Lord your God is in your midst, a mighty one who will save; he will rejoice over you with gladness; he will quiet you by his love; he will exult over you with loud singing. 

29.  ______________ And all who look at you will shrink from you and say, Wasted is Nineveh; who will grieve for her? Where shall I seek comforters for you? 

30.  ______________ Will man rob God? Yet you are robbing me. But you say, 'How have we robbed you?' In your tithes and contributions.  

31.  ______________ Have you not known? Have you not heard? The Lord is the everlasting God, the Creator of the ends of the earth. He does not faint or grow weary;  his understanding is unsearchable. He gives power to the faint, and to him who has no might he increases strength. But they who wait for the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings like eagles;  they shall run and not be weary; they shall walk and not faint. 
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
